Gen 1:1 to Rev 22:21...Spirit’s way of revealing Jesus in history.

Jesus is the heartbeat of the Bible 
Genesis 1:1/John 1:1-5
Genesis 3:15... first prophecy concerning Jesus.

Listener comment: Radio/ Television is church to some people.

Prophecies
Gen. 12:3; 18:18...Abraham (4,000+ years ago)
Gen. 49:10...Judah
Isaiah 9:7...David
Deut. 18:15...Moses (1,500 years before Jesus was born)
Psalms 109:7 (1,050 B.C.)...Judas betrayed Jesus (Acts 1)
Isaiah 7:14 (760 B.C.)...born of virgin



Isaiah 53:3...Rejected 
Micah 5:2 (around 750 B.C.)...Bethlehem (Matt. 2)
Dan. 9:25 (607 B.C.)...Census 
Zech. 9:9 (around 520 B.C.)...Triumphal entry (John 12)

Old Testament/New Testament
Old– Creation to Jesus. Grace was there, but emphasis was law.

Shadow of what is to come. (Hebrews 10:1-4)
Heb. 8:4-8– Better covenant
Heb. 1:1,2– formerly spoke through prophets. Now speaks thru Jesus
Rom. 15:4– provide hope
I Cor. 10:11– written as warnings

Better promises (Heb. 8:4-8)
Heb. 8:13, 9:15-18– New Covenant (will)
